Install the Data Logger in a Vehicle

To install the device in a vehicle:
E 1.Locate the Data Link Connector (DLC) on vehicle.
2.Plug in the data logger to the DLC.

3.Make sure the data logger is correctly attached to the DLC by checking if its LED indicator is blinking.

NOTE| If the indicator light is enabled, it continuously blinks when connected to vehicle; if it is disabled, it stops
blinking once it has established communication with vehicle computer(s); if it fails to communicate with vehicle, it

illuminates constantly.

v The data logger detects the communication protocol when it is connected to the vehicle and uses the protocol until it

is connected to another vehicle.
